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Hoyever, this is difficult to
police and fires are set to
burn the garbage. Planes
from the Welland office of
the air and water pollution
control branch patrol the
area z_md report any burning.
Burning can be done, but a
permit must be obtained
cach time any burning is to
be undertaken.

towpships. The cost of
setting up an incineration
process amounts to about
$99,000, which would be
paid over 20 years. This
would amount to about
$2.80 per ton of garbage.

’DIe high heat of the
incinerator renders all
hgusehold garbage to ash.
Tins and mettalic garbage
are also broken down by the
high heat. This leaves a
completely germ free
.residue that can then be put
into land fill use.

Council will also be
reviewing its bylaws
regarding the use of the
dump.

Council’s two
representatives on the
region’s economic council
were instructed to pass on
recommendations from the
township that in turn could
be passed on to the
Haldimand-Norfolk Study.

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$30,000 Medical Centre

FISHERVILLE (Staff) —
A $30,000 medical centre’
was officially unvieled
Sunday, marking the
completion of one of the
largest projects undertaken
by the Fisherville District
Lions Club.

Liquor
Allowed
With Meals

ONEIDA TOWNSHIP —
Liquor will now be aliowed
to be served with meals, but
no liquor lounges will be
permitted following a vote
last week.

The meal question was
carried past the required 60
per cent mark by nine votes.

The second question,
which would have allowed
liquor lounges, was defeated
by a two-vote margin.

Forty-seven per cent of
the township’s 995 eligible
voters turned out.

Five businessmen who
opened a nine-hole,
pay-as-you-go golf course at
Willow Grove prompted the
vote. They are paying the
expected $500 cost of the
plebiscite.

Opposition to the vote
came mainly from a United
Church minister, Rev.
Arthur Magee.

No recount has been
requested, although hol.h
sides have two weeks n
which to file for one.

More than 100 persons
turned out to fill the
auditorium at the public
school next door to the new
medical centre for the
ceremonies conducted by
program chairman L. Keith
Thomson, president of the
Fisherville District Lions.

It was early in 1968 that
a committee was formed to
study the feasibility of
bringing a doctor into the
Fisherville-Selkirk area.

The original committee
was comprised of Lions
members George Schweyer,
Alec Stickle and William
Clarke.

A canvass of the area,
proved there was a need and
a number of individuals
expressed a desire to
support such a project.

The committee then
advertised in several medical
journals and medical schools
and a number of doctors
showed interest.

However, it was not until
the Ontario Department of
Health inaugurated a
program for underserviced

- areas that the dream began

to become a reality.

Dr. W. ). Copeman, of
the health department,
conducted an area survey to
establish if the need was
there. Immediately upon his
findings, he contacted the
club and stated it was his
opinion that, should
facilities be made available,
there would be little
difficulty in obtaining a
doctor.

A committee was then
formed under the
chairmanship of James
Lynch. It was the
committee’s responsibility
to locate suitable property
and proceed with the
construction of a medical
centre.

It was the desire of the
committee to locate
property midway between
the villages of Selkirk and
Fisherville. However,
difficulty was encountered
in this respect and
consequently the present
site was purchased from the
Kiefer family.

The committee visited
various communities which
had undertaken similar
projects and obtained their
views. Stanley Lint of
Cayuga was hired to
construct the existing
building.

Dr. Sri Villavarayan
arrived from England in
May to set up practice in

Fisherville in temporary -

facilities in the former
Royal Bank building. He
moved into the new
facilities on Oct. 15.

Some $15,000 of the
total for the building has
been raised by the Lions
through projects such as a
walkathon, a booth at the
International Plowing Match
and parking cars at the
match, fish fries and other
projects. The other half of
the total is in the form of a
bank loan. The Lions are
