Paris struck me as being an untidy city, but
perhaps such a judgment is unfair as we did not go
to any of the residential suburbs but went around
downtown and in the tourist area. Perhaps the
tourists made the litter.

However, I did see something at the Eiffel
Tower. This graceful and wonderful construction
has at its feet a big patch of plain, ordinary bare
earth which is surrounded by scruffy looking
grass. Surely one of the wonders of the world is
worth a little gravel or asphalt. I did not go up
the tower.

We arrived in Paris by car just about noon
and had a meal at a restaurant overlooking Mont-
martre. This is a small open air square which is
occupied by scores of artists, all busy painting
pictures. They do not seem to have models and
there is no landscape so most of the paintings
must be done from the imagination. It was an
interesting sight, though.

That evening we went to the Latin Quarter.
Five streets meet there making a fairly large
open space. This is the accepted hang out of
students and revolutionary groups and there
seemed to be police at every street corner. The
police did not travel in pairs buiingroups of five.
However, nothing happened while we were there,
for one thing, there were many American tourists
in the crowd which filled the street.

After a Latin Quarter meal in a queer look-
ing restaurant we wentto the Champs Elysees
where we sat at one of the sidewalk cafes drinking
coffee and watching the crowd going by.

The next day we went sightseeing. Our hotel
was on the bank of Seine and it was easy to walk to
places of interest. We went to the Louvre, which
is one of the greatest, if not the greatest Museum
and Art Gallery in the world. Here we saw the
Venus de Milo and the Mona Lisa, each having a
little group of admiring tourists.

To me, however, the outstanding spectacle
was Napoleon’s Tomb.

This is a black marble ‘“coffin’’ standing
on a pedestal in the centre of a large circul-
ar ‘‘hall’’ which contains several statues comm-
emorating some of his victories and some of
his Marshaiis. I do not know why, but that most
wonderful production made a deeper impression on
me than anything else Isaw in Paris. (and I am
not a Bonapartist).
