Being a parent of
teenagers has never
been easy, but in 1973
it is probably as hardas
it ever has been to
understand, to com-
municate with, and to
conirol youngsters.
That this is true is
almost self evident, but
a couple of other facts
aren’t as obvious. For
many of the same
reasons that parents
are having a harder
time, teachers are also
finding it difficult to
maintain positions of
authority and status in
the eyes of their
students. But the fact
that is overlooked
by most of us is the
tremendous pressure
that society has put
on our young adults. It
is far harder to be a
well-behaved, sensible
teenager than it was
twenty years ago, for
several very important
reasons.

In the first place,
teenagers had more
guide-posts and direc-
tion a generation ago.
Parents had more to
say about the coming
and going and general
behaviour of their
children. What parents
didn’t say, the church
did. Statistics show
quite clearly that more
families attended

church - twenty years
ago, as families. When
a teenager entered high
school, then, he found
it a secure place where
many of the basic de-
cisions had been made
for him. Most of the
courses taken were
compuisory; all he had
to worry about was
passing them.

Secondly, today’s 13-
19 year old has grown
up into the most per-
missive society North
America has ever
known. Add to this the
fact that it is a highly
mobile, changeable, in-
dustrialized society,
and it is a wonder that
as many teenagers turn
out as well as they do.

A typical 16 year-old
in Ontario has to be, at
best, confused about
what directionhis or her
life has had, oris taking
in the near future. For
three years at second-
ary school he has had
a free choice of sub-
jects to take to outfit
him/her for a life and
career which must seem
unclear, to say the
least. Parents and
teachers are at alossto
explain what the best
paths might be for the
future. :
